Eco-Bunnies 
Re-Teaching 
Activity 

 
 
 

This activity should be done at the end 
of the Eco-Bunnies Unit.  The purpose 
of this activity is for the students to 
re-teach the class what they have 
learned from the lessons provided by 
the www.eco-bunnies.com website.  The 
best way for a child to truly grasp 
what has been taught is for the child 
to teach the concept to others. 
 
To make the re-teaching activity fun 
for the students, they have been 
provided with an Eco-Bunny mask.   
Explain to the students that they are 
going to be teaching the class today by 
pretending to be one of the Eco-Bunnies 
from the video. They will be teaching 
the rest of the class what they have 
learned from the Eco-Bunnies.   
 
Allow the students time to color and 
cut out their bunny mask.  Punch holes 
on each side of the mask to tie two 
pieces of yarn.  It is helpful to have 
the yarn cut for the students before 
beginning the activity. This allows the 
teacher more time to help the students 
tie their yarn and make sure their 
masks fit.

Model for the students what you expect 
them to teach the class.  (The teacher 
wears a mask and can hop to the front 
of the classroom and talk about how 
he/she just finished his/her lunch of 3 
carrots.  Then proceed to teach kids 
three facts from the unit.) Ask the 
students if they have any questions 
about what has just been modeled.  
Answer the students’ questions.  Then 
review what is expected when the 
students are working in their groups 
and teaching their lesson. 
 
Usually it is best to allow the 
students to work in groups of 2-4.  
Working in a small group allows the 
students to share ideas and provides 
some confidence to the shy students.  
The shy students will know that they 
will not be alone in front of the 
class.   
 
Once the students are divided into the 
small groups, give them a piece of 
chart paper so they can write down any 
ideas that they may have for what they 
are going to teach the class.  Give 
them about 10 minutes to complete this 
step of the activity.   
 
Then have the small groups pick three 
of their favorite items from their 
list.  Discuss with the students that 
they can teach the rest of the class by 
acting out the facts, draw the facts on 



the board and discuss them, make a game 
about the facts, etc.   
 
This is a time for the students to have 
fun and be creative with their 
knowledge.  Have the groups that 
volunteer to go first and then select 
remaining groups by drawing sticks out 
of a mug or some other method that the 
teacher has used before.  This activity 
provides the teacher with a quick 
assessment to see how well the students 
grasped the Earth-friendly concepts. 
 
When the groups have finished teaching 
their lesson, have a class discussion 
and reflect on what they learned or 
what they may do differently.
