Students will be able to better understand their everyday environment and
how they can help the Earth by making better choices in their everyday
decisions.

This activity is best done after the teacher has informed students about what
global warming is, the causes of global warming and climate change, and
the “Go Zero” program. Begin by taking the students on a walking tour of
the interior and exterior of the school. While walking, the students will try
to find the items that are listed on the “Five Senses Scavenger Hunt” sheet.
Students have also been provided with a portion of the page to create
reflective entries about what they have seen.

When the tour is finished, the teacher will have a discussion with the
students about what they noticed while on their short journey. Responses
will vary upon the environment the students were exposed to. This time
allows the students to reflect on what they have seen and also what they did
not see at their school. This discussion will then take a step further into
what the students can do at school and at home to help create a better
environment and what they can do to make better choices that are
beneficial to the Earth.
